 MEDWAY CUP 
SET ASIDE THESE DATES: May 29-30 is the weekend for the 18th annual 

Medway Cup. This event is Medway Youth Soccer’s lone fundraising event and, largely 
because of volunteer help from our community, this tournament is a yearly success. 

But once again, we need your help! 
We are hoping for at least one volunteer from every MYSA team. Help is needed 

before, during and after the event. Close to 100 teams spend that weekend in Medway 
and we want to make it the biggest success it can be. 

The tournament includes an 8v8 format for U11-U14 aged players as well as 
traditional 6v6 games for U8-10 teams.  

REMEMBER: This event takes a lot of work. The success of Medway Cup keeps 
the program going strong and allows us to avoid having to delve into the countless other 
fundraisers that are out there. But we need your help to make it work. Please volunteer.

The tournament runs from roughly 8 a.m.-5 p.m., Saturday and Sunday. We need 
help with concessions, parking, Friday setup, Sunday breakdown – you name it.
